ment. Voices is working with child welfare and child advocacy leaders in Illinois
to change that image.

Voices has a long history of conducting social-marketing campaigns that are
compelling and effective in changing beliefs, attitudes and behaviors. e cur-
rent campaign, Foster Kids Are Our Kids, is designed to boost support for the
services private child welfare agencies provide for children in Illinois state care
by promoting a broader, richer and more widely shared understanding about
community responsibility for children and families in the foster care system.

In 2007 the campaign, supported by WGN-TV, focused on the message,
“We’re Making Foster Care Better.” Campaign resources include a Web site,
www.fosterkidsareourkids.org, a toll-free call center, print materials, and train-
ing support to child welfare agencies for the campaign.

e campaign is designed
to deliver a united, well-
researched core message
and challenge generous,
caring individuals to sup-
port their local community
child welfare agencies as
donors, board members,
tutors, volunteers and/or
foster parents. Working
together, we can help chil-
dren in foster care continue
to grow in safe and stable
environments until they can
either be reunited with their
families or be adopted.
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Changing policy requires a broad base of support. Voices for Illinois Children brings
together people with commitment, expertise and good ideas to educate the public about such
issues as education quality and finance, children’s mental health, and families’ economic se-
curity. We work in partnership with individuals and organizations to change policies and
programs to benefit children and families. In addition to building coalitions that cross ideo-
logical and political boundaries, we act as fiscal agent and provide space for several campaigns
and provide leadership, advocacy and communications for other groups.
